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The City of Bainbridge Island — Dripping Water Creek Special Use Review is approved
subject to the following conditions:

SEPA Conditions

L.

To mitigate impacts to the stream, wetland and their buffers, a modified replanting plan shall be
submitted with application for grade/fill permit. The replanting plan shall be in substantial
conformance with the plan submitted December 12, 2012, except to incorporate the modifications to
the site plan submitted February 27, 2013, and except to comply with these conditions of approval.

a. The revised replanting plan shall incorporate the overall change in the area of disturbance, shall
consider the change in the bank width, and shall provide trees with overhanging vegetation (e.g.
amended with a mix of deciduous and evergreen trees).

b. The replanting plan shall meet the requirements of BIMC 16.20.110, and shall demonstrate that the
vegetative, faunal and hydrologic characteristics of the restored areas meet or exceed the existing
wetland and stream conditions.

c. Planting / restoration shall occur concurrently and / or commence immediately upon completion of
the stream bed regrade; planning may be delayed for up to two months to avoid the dry conditions,
subject to the approval of the Planning Director.

d. Plantings shall be monitored annually for a period of two years, and any plants that fail to thrive
shall be replaced with appropriate plantings.

To reduce impacts to the stream, wetland and their buffers, construction plans shall include the area of
disturbance, location of construction fencing, location of erosion control measures, provistons for
construction vehicle parking, and provisions for storage and stockpiling of materials during the
construction and replanting periods.

To reduce impacts to the stream, wetland and their buffers, construction fencing shall be installed to
the satisfaction of the Department of Planning and Community Development prior to grading, clearing
and / or construction, and prior to grading permit issuance. The fencing shall delineate the maximum
area of disturbance for construction activities, and shall be located in a manner that retains significant
trees where feasible.

In order to prevent loss of significant archacological resources, the contractor is required to stop work
and immediately notify the Department of Planning and Community Development and the Washington
State Office of Archaeology and Historic Preservation if any historical or archaeological attifacts are
uncovered during excavation or construction.

Activities may require approvals or permits from the Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife and
the Army Corps of Engineers. Evidence of required approvals or permission shall be submitted to the
City prior to the commencement of any construction activities. A copy of all public agency approvals
and approved drawings shall be given to all contractors performing work at the site prior to beginning
any construction work.

a. To reduce impacts to animals, construction time limits shall be determined in consultation with the
Washington State Department of Fish and Wildlife and be noted on construction plans.

The applicant shall obtain an approved grade/fi{l permit and right-of-way permit from the City for
work approved through this Special Use Review (SUR). Plans and construction shall substantially
conform to the plans submitted for this SUR, except as required to comply with these conditions of
approval.
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
